PLANT DESCRIPTIONS

SPECIES DESCRIPTION

SPECIES DESCRIPTION

ARBORVITAE (White Cedar): Excellent screen, windbreak, or
hedge. Plant trees 3 feet apart for hedges. The dense canopy of
this tree provides cover for birds and mammals year round.

FRASIER FIR: Soft and short needles, easy to prune; a fast
rowing christmas tree; great for screens and windbreaks
érowth to 70 feet.

COLORADO BLUE SPRUCE: The most sought after
evergreen tree. A premier Christmas tree in 9 years. Brilliant
blue green needles with a stately pyramidal shape. Excellent
screen. Tolerates heavy soils.

AUSTRIAN PINE: Fast growing, exellent screen or windbreak.
Grows to 60' high. Does equally well in acidic and limestone
soils. Somewhat salt resistant.

NORWAY SPRUCE: Dense, dark green, 1-inch needles.

This hardy tree is valued as an ornamental and for windbreaks.
Branches droop gracefully. Fastest growing spruce. Good in
heavy soils.

RED MULBERRY: Fast growing native hardwood with a
broad spreading crown growing to a height of 30-50 feet.
Widely adaptable to many soil conditions and shade tolerant.
Fruit is a favorite of people, birds, and small mammals.

HONEY LOCUST: Grows well in any type of soil. A superb
tree for withstanding city conditions as it is tolerant of
roadway salt. Very popular as a shade tree because of its fine
leaves. Matures to 100 feet high. A percentage will have thorns.

NATIVE WHITE BIRCH: 50 feet high, single or multi-
stemmed slender tree. Native birch has white bark that will
appear after 3 to 4 years. This tree will grow well in moist
soils. Used for wildlife food and habitat.

APPLE TREES (IDARED & CHIEFTAIN):

Great for wildlife and human consumption. Two varieties for
pollination. Idared is a dual-purpose apple great for eating
fresh and processing. Chieftain is an all purpose apple that
makes superb applesauce, even without added sugar.

PEACH TREES (REDHAVEN): ExErand your orchard with
new fruit for wildlife and yourself. This is a self pollinating
variety. This yellow fleshed peach is considered to be the
standard for the Northeast peach industry. It is vigorous,
bud-hardy, and productive. Fruit is medium sized and colors
to a brilliant red. Very winter hardy. (Lovell root stock).
Limited quantity!

ROSE OF SHARON: Single or double flower that is a range of
pink and purple colors. Flowers profusely during summer when
most other shrubs have finished blooming. Full sun, 8-10 feet
high. Good screen or specimen, cold hardy to -20 F. This is a
Hibiscus and can be pruned to maintain a desired height.

FORSYTHIA: Famous for yellow flower appearing in early
spring before foliage emerges. It grows well in most soils and
is good as a screen or in clumps. Plant in full to partial sun,
matures to 8 feet in height and spread.

HIGH BUSH BLUEBERRY: Limited quantities, excellent
stock!! Great for baking or by the handful. Provides food

for 36 species of birds, and other animals. Prefers moist acid
soils. Use sulfur if soil pH is above 5.2. Grows to 6 feet. Two
varieties included for good pollination.

RED RASPBERRY (Heritage): Easy to grow, this variey has
been considered the standard for production and high-quality
fruit by which other varieties were judged. This fall-bearing
varity often produces a smaller crop in the summer as well.
Excellent size, color, and flavor! Plant 18-24 inches apart. Do
not plant near wild raspberries.

LILAC (OLD FASHIONED): Traditional favorite. Produces
large fragrant light purple to pink flowers. Hardy plant,
great for screen, hedge or as a specimen. Grows to 8-12 feet.

BUTTERFLY BUSH: 5-12 foot multi-stemmed shrub. This
bush will have fragrant flowers starting in July. Butterfly
bush attracts butterflies and other pollinators. It should be
heavily pruned in the spring and tolerates most soils.

RED LEAF ROSE SHRUB: 4-6' sturdy shrub. Small single
mauve-pink flower blooms all summer. Red-purplish leaf,
red-purple twig. Oval red hops develop into the autumn. Is
pH adaptable, shade tolerant, resistant to black spot, mildew &
rust. Grows in most soil types. Fruit can be used in jelly
making. Plants make a beautiful hedge.

AMERICAN CRANBERRY: Excellent orange/red fall colors
and red fruits loved by birds. Can grow to 12 feet in height
and spread. Tolerates wet and shady conditions.

BUTTON BUSH: 3-6' rounded shrub. This native plant is
great for wet areas. Has clusters of pingpong ball sized

white flowers in late summer. The flowers leave behind red
ball like fruits filled with seeds that are loved by birds.

GROUND COVER & OTHER ITEMS

FOUNTAIN GRASS: A beautiful mounding plant, that has
soft, feathery plumes. Great for erosion control and cover
for wildlife.This native plant does well as a transition grass
between formal and natural areas. It flowers July through
the fall and does well on any moist, wet, or well-drained
soil. Fountain grass grows 1 to 3 feet tall.

PACHYSANDRA: Excellent low evergreen ground cover,
shade tolerant, fragrant white flowers. Plant six inches apart,
covers 20 square feet. Rooted cuttings.

PERIWINKLE: Attractive dark green leaves, bluish purple
flowers, sun or shade, evergreen. These are plants, not rooted
cuttings. Plant on 6” centers, covers 20 sq. ft. Grows to 8 inches
tall. Outstanding ground cover. Excellent value!

CROWN VETCH SEED MIX: Profuse pink and white summer
blooms, that once established, does not need mowing. For use
on special areas such as steep banks and difficult to mow areas.
Covers up to 1,200 sq. ft.

COMPOST: 30 Ibs of leaf compost to enrich the soil for your
trees and shrubs.

WILD FLOWERS - Bird & Butterfly Mix: Attract
hummingbirds and butterflies all summer long. The heavy
reseeding annuals act as a natural food source for song birds
all winter. Covers 1,350 sq. ft. Prep soil like lawn bed tfor best
results.

WOOD CHIPS: 30 Ibs of wood chips for weed control and
moisture retention around trees and shrubs.

BLUE BIRD HOUSE: Design recommended by the “Blue Bird
Society”. It is best to place in pairs, 20 feet apart every 300 feet.

FERTILIZER TABLETS: 10 grams each of 20-10-5 non-burning
fertilizer. Use 1-2 per tree. Lasts 2 years. Packages of 10 tablets.

SULFUR: Necessary to reduce pH for blueberries. Use if soil
pH is above 5.2. One package does five plants.
